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VID UPDATE September 22, 2021

The Benzie-Leelanau District Health Department team continues to monitor newly diagnosed COVID cases and test
positivity rates. These are two of the indicators we follow to assess the trends in the spread of COVID-19 in our
community. Below are 2 graphs that demonstrate the rapid increase in cases that began in mid-August and reinforce
the need to continue to take measures to reduce the spread through wearing face coverings, avoiding large groups
whenever possible, staying home when ill, and frequent handwashing.

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Booster Doses of Vaccine
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The approval to administer booster doses is required by both the FDA and the ACIP, and currently approval has only
been obtained for administration to immunocompromised individuals. We anticipate a decision about additional groups
that may receive booster doses at the end of this week. “We are asking residents to be patient as we cannot administer
the Pfizer booster doses until we receive approval by the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices,” said Dr. Josh
Meyerson, Medical Director for the Benzie-Leelanau District Health Department. “As soon as we get approval, we will
publicize the process for people to access the vaccine.” It is anticipated that when approved, booster doses will be
available through the health department, and through pharmacies and physician offices that are currently administering
